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How to Conduct a Recruitment Invitation Program 

The membership recruitment invitation is a tool for making initial contact with Third Degree Brother Knights of Columbus who have yet to complete their Journey. It is effective when used in tandem with personal follow-up that stresses the fraternal and family benefits of membership in the Fourth Degree. 

• Obtain the Assembly’s prospect list.  (List of Third Degree Brothers from assigned Councils)

• Order a supply of Membership Invitations (#2412) and envelopes from Supply Department or design your own invitation. 

• Address an invitation to each prospective Third Degree Brother and his family, personally signed by the Faithful Navigator. 

• Contact each Brother within one week of the mailing to arrange a home visit by the membership committee or your recruitment team. 
• View the productions “Fourth Degree” “the visible arm of the order” (VHS or DVD English 50020) and Michigan District II Recruitment DVD
• Review promotional materials with prospect/wife – “Sir Knight” Is more than a Title it’s an Honor# 4135 and “A guide to membership in the Fourth Degree” # 4155 The Pledge of Allegiance Flyer #995, “Can We Waive Too Much?”# 1615
• ASK THE PROSPECT TO JOIN. Assist him in completing his Membership Document (#4) and collect fees. ($70.00 due now and explain that additional fees will be required prior to the Exemplification depending upon location and level of participation.) 

• Ensure a prompt initiation. Inform your Brother of dates for the Admission committee interview and the Fourth Degree Exemplification. 

• Complete proposer duties: 

o Accompany your prospect to the Exemplification and first Assembly meeting.

o Introduce the prospect and family to Assembly members; 

o See that the New Sir Knight is assigned to committees/programs of interest;
